· Outside classroom is totally complete – still just waiting on doors to be replaced
· Wednesday 10/2 is parent-teacher conferences

· 1st choir and orchestra concert is 10/3

· Homecoming week is the week of 10/7 – and will include dress up days.  Also includes alumni ceremony, dance is Saturday 10/12 from 8-11pm 

· Counseling office completely revamped – Courtney O’Conner taking counseling and career center and she’s met with every single senior and some of their parents so far this year.  Moving to juniors next.  Offering a great deal more parent information. They are revamping to counseling website.  They are also sharing opportunities with students that are interested in specific majors or schools and they can target those communications.  Make sure your students are checking their ilstu.com email to ensure they’re seeing the opportunities that are available.  There’s a new app available for scholarships based on your career preferences

· We have a school psychologist – offers counseling services, educational testing and she will manage all the 504s.  Our Parent Support Network is going to be partnering closely with the counseling offices to provide a variety of services for parents.
· Large gym AC – originally we were told approximately $225,000 for two AC units.  We still need to raise $58,000 to make this happen.  Working on getting final bids.  We are hoping that by spring we’ll be able to put the AC units in.  This does not include the small gym but it should help the small gym as well.

· An assembly was held for all kids regarding the “Safe to Speak Up” app.  This is a free app the students can download, but it’s up to them if they download it.  This is like a “GroupMe” account and the fastest way to get the information out to all students – they will get information before traditional communication methods.  Also great for students to report friends that are in crisis.  This is completely anonymous – the only way we’d find out who submitted the information is if we have a subpoena.
· Homecoming tickets are on sale the week of 10/7 and the checks can be made to U High.  Homecoming will be in the Bone Ballroom.
· All college visits for students are listed on the U High website.

· Comments – would like to see a 4 year plan for students at the school to determine what their time at U High will look like, and if they can fit all the classes they’re interested in during their time here.  Counselors are asking kids to plan as freshman.
